Rules
1.   There will be three classes based on the car’s manufacturing date:
(1) 2005 – 2010, (2) 1998 – 2004 and (3) pre 1998. 

2.   Each car will be judged on the appearance and cleanliness of four areas:
(1) Interior, (2) exterior, (3) trunk, (4) engine. Boxsters & Cayman, which can not be judged on engine, will be judged on both trunks instead, as well as on the convertible mechanism with surroundings (displayed in half-closed position). (Caymans will be judged more comprehensively on the rear trunk.) 

3.   There will be First, Second & Third place awards in each judged class. There will also be one “Judges’ Favourite - Best of Show” award, one “Publics Favourite - Best of Show” award & one "Presidents Choice" award.

4.   Each car will be subject to a penalty / bonus-point system, based on manufacturing date and kilometres driven. Both of these must be properly documented (odometer, stickers and/or service book) in order for the bonus points to be awarded.

5.   In order to compete, your car must arrive latest by 15:00, unless otherwise appointed with the organizers prior to the event.  Cars not in position prior to 15:00 cannot participate in the competition, but can still be displayed. The judging will start 13:00 for early arrivals, and end around 17:00. Prize-giving will take place around 17:30.

6.   Each car must arrive to its display location under its own power, without assistance of any kind.

7.   The driver or a representative must accompany the car during time of judging.  The car will not be judged if the entrant/representative is not present at the time judges arrive for judging, unless otherwise appointed prior to start.

8.   Upon arrival you will be allocated parking, and a number will be placed in the upper left side of the front windscreen. Each car will have its own judging sheet, which is the property of the Lead Judge. 

9.   Advance preparation of the car is usually made by the entrant prior to arriving at the Concours site, but dusting and light cleaning is allowed on site until 15:00.

10.  There will be no official limit to the time the Judges may spend with any one car.  The time spent will depend entirely on the car being judged. However, it is normally around 5-7 minutes, and generally not more than 10 minutes per car.

11.  Convertible cars shall be shown with their tops up, and coupes with the sunroof closed.  All windows should be closed. Only upon request by the Judge shall the entrant be required to start, operate or open a specific item on the car.

12.   In case of equal or very close scores between the first three positions, (<5 points separation), the judges will revisit the cars in question, and make a final judgment.

13.   The “Judges Favourite - Best of Show” will be chosen regardless of score. 

14.   All score sheets and other notes made by the judges shall remain the property of PCO and will not be shown or returned to the participants.
Judging
Interior (all models) – total 50 points.
Seats:10 points
Dash, steering wheel, instruments: 10 points
Inside door pillar, door hinges, rubber trim: 5 points.
Upholstery of doors and side panels: 5 points
Headliner (or inside of soft-top): 5 points
Carpeting and mats: 5 points
Inner surface of glass: 5 points.
Storage compartments including doors, glove box, center console: 5 points 

Exterior (all models) – total 50 points
Paint, match of bodywork: 20 points
Rims, tires, inner surface of wheel wells: 10 points
Seals, black rubber trim: 5 points
Outer surface of glass, lights and similar surfaces: 5 points
Exhaust tips: 5 points
Fuel cap / filler area: 5 points 

Engine (911 & front engine) – total 30 points
General cleanliness of all accessible parts and areas of engine: 22 points
Underside of engine lid: 4 points
Inner sides (left and right side) of engine bay: 4 points

Front Trunk (911, Boxster & Cayman)  Rear Trunk (front engine) – total 25 points
Carpets: 10 points
Spare wheel with compressor and tool kit (where applicable): 4 points
Underside of bonnet/lid: 4 points
Rubber seals: 4 points
Option sticker under bonnet (alternatively in service book): 3 points

Rear Trunk and Soft-top closing mechanism (Boxster & Cayman) – total 30 points
Carpets: 2 points (Cayman: 8 points)
Rubber seals: 2 points (Cayman: 8 points)
Underside of bonnet: 4 points (Cayman: 14 points)
Convertible mechanism (displayed in half-closed position): 22 points
